It’s Easy to Run the Qualifier! 
1-Bowlers qualify during league by simply paying $1.00 towards beating their average. If they beat their average 

any game they are eligible to compete in the house finals. League qualifying needs to be completed by  
   March 31st, 2019. The $1.00 goes to the Charity and is submitted with your final report. 
2- Set up your house finals when you would like, just so it is finished by April 15th.  
3 - Bowlers then pay $1.00 (for charity) plus your entry fee for lineage. One of Two bowlers advance to State    
     Finals and pay $20.00 to enter the State finals. Another popular option: Build the $20 fee into your house    
     finals such as charging an extra $10 per entry to have state finals entry already paid.

Enclosed are flyers with rules and regulations and forms to run the tournament. Please read the rules and if you 
have any questions please call.  The league qualifying round can be conducted up thru March 31st, 2019. To 
allow each proprietor to run the BDC tournament at their discretion with the In-center finals to be completed by 
April 15, 2019, forms need to be returned by April 20th.  The State finals will be held at Town & Country Lanes 
May 18 & 19th and 25 & 26th, 2019.

1.) This Tournament is open to adult and youth sanctioned and non-sanctioned league bowlers at participating     
        BPAA member centers.  
2.)  Bowlers may enter to qualify in all leagues in which they are a member. 
3.)  This is a singles competition with separate scoring and separate prizes for Men, Women, and Youth.  
4.)  Handicap for all divisions is 90% of 220. 
5.)  A 3 game series will be bowled at all in-center eliminations and at the State Finals. 
6.)  Averages for In-House league qualifying and In-House Eliminations 

     At time of qualifying use highest current average of 21 games or more.   If none, then use highest 2017-18     
     verifiable league average of 21+ games.   If no current or 17-18 average available, bowler bowls scratch. 

7.)  Bowlers advance at a 1 for 2 ratio for In-Center eliminations and 1 for 2 ratio for In-Center finals.  
8.)  Entries for center qualifying end on March 31, 2019. 
9.)  Averages for State finals are: Highest Verifiable average of 21 or more games as of March 31st, 2019.  
       Please send a standing sheet as of March 31, 2019 with entries. If no current average of 21 or more games, use highest 

2017-18 verifiable average of 21 games or more (please provide reference), if none bowlers bow scratch.  
       USBC Tournament rule 319c, 319d, and 319e; regarding average re-rating will apply in their entirety (10Pin Rule).  
       Failure to use correct average at the State finals may disqualify scores if submitted average is lower than correct average. 

Sport and Challenge Averages must be noted and using the USBC Conversions chart will determine the entering averages.  
         
10.) Bowlers may qualify to bowl the State Finals twice, but may cash only once. 

11.) 1st place cash prize of $500.00 in both the Men’s and Women’s division is guaranteed. And $500.00 scholarship based on 100 
entries for youth division. Prizes will be paid at a minimum of 1 of every 7 state finalist entries. Prize fees will be returned 

100%. 1st place ties will share 1st and 2nd place prize money.   
        Premature termination of the tournament brought about by war, national emergency or emergency causes relating thereto or there from, 

fire, natural disaster or any other reason beyond the control of the Oregon State Bowling Proprietors Association shall cause, to the extent 
required thereby all advertised prizes, guaranteed or otherwise, to be prorated in accordance with the number of entrants who have 
bowled in each of the respective events up to the time of such termination. 

 
Qualifying Rounds –through March 31st, 2019  
1.)  Competition will be open to all adult and youth sanctioned and non-sanctioned league members. 
2.)  With a contribution of $1.00 to USBC Bowl for the Cure, bowlers will fill in their high game score during league on their entry 

form.  The entry will then be turned in at the desk. If bowler beats their average in any game, bowler will be eligible to bowl in 
the In-Center eliminations. 

3.)  Bowlers may qualify as many times as they wish for house finals 
 

In-Center Finals – Completed by April 15, 2019 
Cost: bowling lineage for 3 games plus expense fee of $1.00. 
1.) Centers must certify their in-house competition with USBC if they want it sanctioned for honor scores. 

        2.)  Averages – see tournament rule #6, handicap is 90% of 220.  
        3.)  Bowlers may bowl on as many squads as they are eligible for.       
        4.)  Bowlers will advance to the State finals at a 1 or 2 ratio. 

 
State Finals – May 18 & 19 and 25 & 26, 2019 at Town and Country Lanes in Keizer 
The State tournament is a USBC sanctioned event and for any non USBC member  there is an additional $5 USBC participation 
fee to be sent in with the entries.  Tournament  Cost: $20.00 ($9.00 lineage, $10.00 prize fund, $1.00 expenses, State finalists will 
pay the State Final entry fee of $20.00, or the bowling center can incorporate in their in-center finals dues if they wish. Entry fees 
and charitable donations will be sent to the OSBPA office along with the center report.
